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Resumen

Hasta ahora, la medicién de la variable Cultura dentro del indice Elcano de Presencia
Global se ha realizado exclusivamente a partir del comercio audiovisual, computando
las exportaciones de servicios audiovisuales y relacionados (producciones
cinematograficas, programas de radio y televisidn, y grabaciones musicales) ofrecidas
por la estadistica comercial de la Organizacion Mundial de Comercio (OMC). Este
documento discute el interés de recoger algunos otros indicadores para la construccion
de la variable del indice, en especial el comercio internacional de bienes culturales.

(1) La circulacion mundial de la cultura

Estudiar la proyeccién mundial de la cultura supone, sobre todo, utilizar las fronteras y
las aduanas como el punto de control de la entrada y la salida de los bienes y los
servicios culturales que circulan en el mundo. Esto supone contemplar los mercados
culturales como los lugares en los que la cultura producida en un pais es accesible,
consumida, por los ciudadanos de otro. Tenemos que asumir que, en términos de
mercados y circulacion aduanera, todo el contenido cultural producido en un pais es
“cultura nacional”. Pero interpretar toda la cultura producida en un pais como cultura
nacional presenta al menos dos cuestiones que debemos discutir.

El primero es el que podemos encontrar cuando los contenidos producidos hibridan sus
codigos culturales para facilitar su acceso a mercados externos. En el audiovisual o en
la musica este caso es muy evidente: ;podriamos considerar, por ejemplo, que no es
cultura nacional la muasica pop creada en inglés desde un pais no angléfono por

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creadores nacionales? Si una serie 0 una pelicula incorpora tramas o contenidos que
no son propios del pais, ¢podemos pensar que no es cultura nacional? Para poder
revisar, de forma practica, la proyeccién exterior de la cultura de un pais en el mundo
parece imprescindible obviar la cuestién del contenido y la complejidad metodolégica y
conceptual que implicaria, y considerar que es nacional toda la cultura producida dentro
de un Estado por personas fisicas o juridicas nacionales de ese Estado. “Nacional”,
como adjetivacion de la cultura, se usa en este trabajo en un sentido puramente fiscal,
o de origen, y no en referencia al contenido.

El segundo problema que se presenta, y este si es mas complejo, es la deslocalizacién
de la produccion fisica de bienes culturales que —como en tantos otros tipos de bienes—
se ha producido en ciertos mercados. Este es el caso de los paises asiaticos, que se
han convertido en grandes productores globales de bienes destinados a mercados
exteriores. Muchos paises del mundo, por ejemplo, imprimen sus libros o producen los
soportes digitales para sus contenidos en China. Es imprescindible garantizar, por tanto,
que las fuentes utilizadas para la medicion de la proyeccién mundial de la cultura
diferencien los insumos o la deslocalizacién de ciertas fases del proceso productivo en
las distintas cadenas de valor del producto o el servicio cultural final.

&Y qué consideramos cultura? Este es un asunto que ha constituido una larga
controversia durante afios para el analisis de politicas publicas culturales (qué areas
cubre, protege e impulsa y cuales no), la economia de la cultura o los acuerdos de
comercio (sobre todo en torno al concepto de “excepcion cultural” aplicado a ciertos
contenidos). Mas aun, la revolucién tecnoldgica y la expansion del hipersector
infocomunicacional han abierto mas el territorio para incorporar muchos subsectores
que —unas veces por el prejuicio de pertenecer a la “cultura de masas” y otras por el de
tener un elevado componente tecnolégico— permiten hablar hoy de un macrosector: el
de las industrias creativas y culturales, un paradigma controvertido y mas bien difuso
que desde hace mas de dos décadas ha redefinido tanto las politicas publicas como el
campo de la economia cultural.

¢, Qué sectores engloba entonces la cultura cuando la medimos, por ejemplo, para
comprender su circulacién internacional? Pese a que la aparicién de “cuentas satélite”
para el sector cultural en muchos paises en la ultima década ha contribuido a iluminar
este asunto, como acertadamente apunta un analisis del Banco Mundial, “frade in
cultural goods and services is among the most opaque areas in economic statistics”
(Kabanda, 2016, p. 2). Pero la estadistica cultural no sélo es controvertida y reciente, su
heterogeneidad metodoldgica es otra marca de nacimiento. Comparemos tres fuentes:
UNESCO, Eurostaty el enfoque del Ministerio de Cultura de Espana.

(1.1) UNESCO

La Organizacion de las Naciones Unidas para la Educacion, la Ciencia y la Cultura
(UNESCO) revisa periédicamente su marco de referencia para delimitar
metodolégicamente aquello que forma parte (y no) del campo cultural. En el ultimo
documento de referencia sobre el tema (UNESCO, 2009) se toma nuevamente como
base el concepto de “ciclo cultural” para abarcar todas las fases —desde la creacion
hasta la difusion, subrayando su caracter continuo e interdependiente— de los “dominios

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culturales”, el término utilizado para “sefalar que cubre actividades econdmicas
relacionadas con el mercado asi como actividades sociales externas a éste” (UNESCO,
2009).

El “ciclo cultural” contempla cinco etapas (creacion, produccion, difusién,
exhibicién/recepcién/transmision y consumo/participacién), distingue ademas entre
bienes, servicios y actividades culturales, e identifica seis dominios culturales:
patrimonio cultural y natural, presentaciones artisticas y celebraciones, artes visuales y
artesanias, libros y prensa, medios audiovisuales e interactivos, y disefio y servicios
creativos, mas un dominio transversal reservado al patrimonio inmaterial, y dos
relacionados, el turismo y los deportes y entretenimiento. Los seis primeros son los
“‘netamente culturales” sobre los que UNESCO actiua y solicita informacion periédica
estadistica a los paises miembros.

Ahora bien, a los efectos de la medicién del poder suave de la cultura, no todos los
dominios son igualmente analizables. ; Como medir la presencia del patrimonio cultural
inmaterial de un pais en el resto del mundo? ;O cémo la importancia de una fiesta
popular? Nos remitimos al impacto que esos dominios culturales tienen en la informacion
de actualidad para asumir que la proyeccién de un pais sobre el resto pasa en parte por
las agendas de los medios, que se miden ya en un indicador especifico dentro de indice
Elcano de Presencia Global.

Para el resto, entendemos que la base medible de la proyeccién cultural exterior esta
constituida por el mercado de productos y servicios culturales, entendiendo que muchos
otros elementos de influencia “blanda” o “suave” vinculados al campo cultural tal y como
lo define UNESCO (educacién, turismo o deporte) se miden en otros indicadores.
Aunque el actual mercado mundial de productos culturales se origina a partir de la
produccion en serie de libros en la Europa del Renacimiento —uno de los puntos de
partida de la actual globalizacion—, hoy es consecuencia de la masificacién de la
produccién y consumo culturales, la aplicacién de procesos industriales a la produccién
cultural y la mundializacion del comercio; brevemente, es un proceso que tiene poco
mas de un siglo, y que afecta a las que conocemos como “industrias culturales”.

Son estas las que han convertido a los contenidos culturales en bienes baratos de
producir en serie (usando soportes como la pasta de celulosa o el silice) y sencillos de
comercializar a escala global, y han transformado el conjunto del dominio cultural y las
propias condiciones de la influencia cultural exterior. Aunque su origen es mas complejo,
el término “industrias culturales y creativas” se aplica hoy a toda la economia cultural,
extendida hacia los servicios digitales desde los tradicionales sectores de produccion de
bienes culturales. El reciente estudio de UNESCO “Tiempos de cultura” (UNESCO,
2015) reconoce 11 sectores a las Industrias Culturales y Creativas:

Publicidad.
2. Arquitectura.
3. Libros.

4. Juego (en espanol mas habitualmente “videojuegos”, para evitar los equivocos del
término usado en el informe).

5. Mdsica.

6. Cine.

7. Prensa escrita.
8. Artes escénicas.
9. Radio.

10. Television.

11. Artes visuales.

Como productoras de bienes (fisicos) o de servicios (sin soporte), las industrias
culturales y creativas tienen ademas una dimension medible, porque sus flujos
economicos estdn necesariamente controlados por autoridades fiscales, aduaneras o
administrativas. Es posible, por tanto, medir el mercado mundial de bienes y servicios
culturales a través de los instrumentos estadisticos publicos, nacionales e
internacionales, y traducir este flujo en volumen de presencia cultural.

(1.2) Eurostat

En el nivel europeo, podemos servirnos también de los datos de Eurostat para identificar
el campo cultural. La oficina estadistica de la Comision Europea publica un informe
periédico sobre estadistica cultural (Eurostat, 2016) a partir de los fundamentos
metodoldgicos elaborados por el proyecto ESSNet-Culture! en 2012 (ESS-Net Culture,
2012).

Para ESSNet-Culture, el campo cultural se define como “any activity based on cultural
values and/or artistic expressions. Cultural activities include market or non-market
oriented activities, with or without a commercial meaning and carried out by any kind of
organisation (individuals, businesses, groups, institutions, amateurs or professionals)”
(ESS-Net Culture, 2012, p. 20). ESSNet-Culture se alinea, aproximadamente, con las
lineas metodologicas de UNESCO e identifica 10 “dominios culturales” (Heritage,
Archives, Libraries, Books and press, Visual arts, Performing arts, Audiovisual &
Multimedia, Architecture, Advertising, and Art crafts) y cinco funciones (Creation,
Production & Publishing, Dissemination & Trade, Preservation, Education and
Management & Regulation).

En los ultimos afos, Eurostat ha hecho un importante esfuerzo por homogeneizar su
estadistica cultural, para lo que cred un grupo de trabajo? cuyas recomendaciones
sirvieron para la publicacion de un manual de estadistica cultural hace unos meses
(Eurostat, 2018a). Tomando como base las definiciones del informe final de ESSNet-
Culture de 2012, Eurostat identifica todos los cédigos que seran objeto de la estadistica
sobre comercio cultural de la UE.

Tomando como base tanto ese manual como su mas reciente revisién (Eurostat, 2018b,
2019), hemos elaborado una tabla detallada de los bienes culturales objeto de comercio
internacional (con sus correspondientes codigos internacionales de comercio) que
puede revisarse en el Anexo (véase la Figura 4).

" Los proyectos ESSNet se crearon a partir de 2002 para homogeneizar el sistema estadistico europeo
(European Statistical System, ESS). El proyecto de estadistica cultural ESSNet-Culture terminé sus
trabajos con el informe de recomendaciones de 2012, que ha servido desde entonces como base
metodolégica para el tema en la estadistica de la Unién.

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(1.3) Ministerio de Cultura (Espana)

Por altimo, Espafna —miembro tanto de la UE como del sistema de Naciones Unidas—
revisa también sus indicadores culturales a través de un informe ministerial anual
(Ministerio de Cultura, 2018) y una base de datos de libre acceso, CULTURABase,
aunque las competencias culturales estan repartidas entre el Estado y las Comunidades
Auténomas. El informe remite metodolégicamente tanto al marco UNESCO como al
europeo de ESSNet-Culture, pero distingue entre “actividades relacionadas con la
cultura que, en principio, no deberian considerarse estrictamente culturales pero cuyo
conocimiento resulta esencial para comprender el conjunto del sector creativo, las
actividades vinculadas a la propiedad intelectual” (Ministerio de Cultura, 2018, p. 19).
En los sectores culturales, el informe del Ministerio de Cultura distingue las fases de
“creacion, produccion, fabricacién, difusion y distribucion, actividades de promocion y
regulacion, actividades educativas e incluso actividades auxiliares” (Ministerio de
Cultura, 2018, p. 20).

La situacién general es, por tanto, la de una cierta convergencia con ciertas
divergencias. Cuando diferentes paises definen las industrias “culturales y creativas” a
las que seran aplicables sus politicas publicas, los sectores no son coincidentes, pero
incluso en la comparacion entre el marco UNESCO, el ESSNet-Culture o el
latinoamericano del Convenio Andrés Bello encontramos en su dia diferencias que
hacen dificilmente comparable la estadistica cultural nacional (Fuertes & Badillo Matos,
2016). Como resultado, las fuentes estadisticas nacionales s6lo son utiles cuando no se
comparan con otras (por ejemplo, evitamos comparar cuentas satélites nacionales
porque frecuentemente miden de maneras distintas sectores distintos) y las
internacionales sélo cuando no se comparan distintos marcos de referencia. De cara a
la utilizacién de la estadistica cultural en el indice Elcano de Presencia Global tenemos
que asumir provisionalmente tres conclusiones metodolégicas:

(1) No es posible agregar distintas fuentes de estadistica cultural nacional, dado que los
marcos de referencia pueden ser muy dispares.

(2) De los distintos sectores o dominios del campo cultural, sélo podemos contemplar
dentro del indicador aquellos que dejan un rastro estadistico reconocible y medido
de manera uniforme no de manera bilateral sino por instituciones u organismos
internacionales que ofrezcan un marco metodolégico estable.

(3) El flujp mas sencillo, pero también el mas significativo en el contexto de la
mercantilizacion mundial de la cultura, es el econémico, porque esta suficientemente
controlado por las autoridades aduaneras de cada pais, pero, sobre todo, esta
sometido al control internacional de los organismos de comercio.

., Como medir entonces dentro del indice Elcano de Presencia Global la proyeccion
cultural exterior de cada pais en el resto del mundo? Esencialmente, entendiendo que
esa proyeccion depende de la exportacién de bienes y servicios culturales, y reduciendo
estos a aquellos de los que existen estadisticas internacionales ofrecidas por fuentes
confiables y estables en el tiempo. Estamos diferenciando tres niveles: uno esta
constituido por el conjunto del campo cultural o los “dominios culturales”; dentro de ellos,
hay una parte de la cultura que forma parte del comercio cultural, mientras que otra no;

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y, por ultimo, dentro del comercio cultural una parte de los bienes y servicios en el
mercado se producen industrialmente y otros no. La medicién de la proyeccién cultural
a través de los mercados culturales exteriores supone circunscribirla, por tanto, a un
micronivel de analisis que incluye actividad industrial y no industrial, pero que en todo
caso enfrenta siempre el mercado cultural.

Vamos a revisar brevemente las fuentes de datos respecto a la circulacién de bienes
(fisicos) y servicios (sin soporte) del campo cultural.

(2) La circulacion de los bienes culturales

Una primera solucion para revisar la circulacion mundial de la cultura se encuentra en
identificar los bienes culturales fisicos, es decir, aquellos sujetos a un soporte material
de cualquier tipo que circulan entre unos y otros paises. Los bienes fisicos son el primer
objeto histérico de control aduanero y suponen en si mismos por su materialidad flujos
sencillos de controlar y medir arancelariamente.

Para su identificacion en el trafico comercial internacional, los productos culturales —
como todos los demas— reciben codigos especificos de clasificacion. La Organizacion
Mundial de Aduanas (WCO) ha generado cuatro sistemas de clasificacién denominados
Harmonised System (HS: HO, H1, H2 y H3) para identificar estos bienes, y Naciones
Unidas ha generado otros cuatro denominados Standard International Trade
Classification (SITC: S1, S2, S3 y S4). En ambos casos, se trata de sistemas de
clasificacién que han sido revisados periédicamente y cuyas ultimas versiones son H3
(2007) y S4 (2007), respectivamente. A ellos hay que anadir desde 1988 la europea
Combined Nomenclature (CN), que no es sino una variacion mas compleja de los HS.
Dicho de otro modo, los mismos bienes (en este caso culturales) tienen nomenclaturas
distintas en funcion del sistema de codigos que se use: HS, SITC o CN.

A partir de la identificacién de los productos culturales mediante los c6digos de comercio
internacional podemos estimar los flujos globales y la circulacion bilateral en bases de
datos como COMTRADE de Naciones Unidas (ONU, 2019), que los ofrece en los
sistemas HS y SITC en una base de datos de libre acceso. La dificultad esta en como
construir el conjunto, qué incluir y qué no entre los “productos culturales” cuyos flujos
deseamos medir.

Nuestra propuesta desde el punto de vista metodolégico es incorporar el comercio
internacional de bienes culturales a partir de la clasificacion Eurostat, recentisimamente
revisada (Eurostat, 2018a, 2018b, 2019), traducida a los cédigos internacionales de
comercio ONU, lo que nos permitira tanto recoger informaciéon sobre las exportaciones
culturales globales de cada pais (en el futuro y retroactivamente) como revisar los flujos
bilaterales de paises, regiones o areas econdémicas para estudios especificos de
presencia global.

La medicion del comercio cultural de Eurostat recoge los siguientes 16 elementos:

1. ANTQ: antiques; postage or revenue stamps; collections and collector's pieces.
2. ART: works of art (paintings, engravings, sculptures, designs, etc).

En el Anexo se recogen los codigos precisos (y actualizados a 2019) en el sistema de
Nomenclatura Combinada (CN) que podrian usarse para medir el comercio internacional
de bienes culturales con la metodologia Eurostat por parte del indice Elcano de
Presencia Global.

(3) La circulacion de los servicios culturales

Uno de los fenédmenos mas reconocibles en la transformacion del campo cultural en las
Ultimas décadas es la desmaterializacién del producto cultural, es decir, su conversién
en un servicio sin soporte fisico capaz de circular a través de las redes de
telecomunicaciones digitalizadas. De las costosas, fragiles y pesadas peliculas de
celuloide hemos pasado a proyectar en salas el contenido audiovisual almacenado en
un fichero digital de alta definicion distribuido por satélites o cables de fibra; los discos
de vinilo o los compactos han sido sustituidos por ficheros digitales o por servicios de
musica en streaming; y los libros y periddicos han saltado de la pasta de celulosa a las
pantallas ubicuas y personales.

Gran parte del consumo cultural se produce ahora no a partir de bienes producidos en
un territorio, distribuidos, exportados y adquiridos en otro, sino con la comercializacion
de derechos digitales a distribuidores nacionales (que re-comercializan esos servicios o
producen nuevos bienes culturales), o mediante la venta digital directa de proveedores
y consumidores que se encuentran en paises distintos.

Los organismos internacionales de estadistica comercial computan esas transacciones
como servicios, considerandolas “transmisiones electrénicas de informacion de un pais
a otro” y por tanto “méas un servicio que un bien” (United Nations Statistical Division,
2004, p. 26). En la revision de 2010 de la division de estadistica de Naciones Unidas
sobre la metodologia para la medicién del comercio internacional se detalla aun mas:
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“The electronic delivery (downloading, e-mailing, streaming, etc.) from one
country to another of any content (eg, online books, newspapers and periodicals,
directories and mailing lists, musical audio downloads, streamed audio content,
films and other video downloads, streamed video content, system software
downloads, application software downloads, online games, efc) is explicitly
excluded from the scope of international merchandise trade statistics” (United
Nations Statistical Division, 2011, p. 22).

Metodolégicamente, la medicion del comercio internacional de servicios sigue las
directrices del Balance of Payments Manual, cuya sexta y ultima version se publicd en
2008 (BPM®6), detallada por el Extended Balance of Payments Services Classification
(EBOPS) realizada en 2010 (Naciones Unidas. Division de Estadistica, 2012). De los 12
items de los que consta BPM6, al menos cuatro contienen actividades vinculadas a la
cultura, es decir, a los dominios culturales de UNESCO: son los que tienen que ver con
la comercializacion de derechos para la reproduccién o distribucién de contenidos
(ocho), los servicios de informacién como agencias y similares (nueve), los servicios
prestados por las agencias de publicidad (10) y los servicios culturales entre los que el
sistema tiene apartados especificos para el audiovisual y el patrimonio y el
entretenimiento (11).

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Conclusiones

Una revision de los dominios culturales de UNESCO y de las fuentes disponibles acerca
del comercio internacional de bienes y servicios nos permite recomendar una posible
extension de la variable Cultura del indice Elcano de Presencia Global para recoger con
mayor precisién la proyeccion exterior de los paises en el mundo, incorporando todo el
comercio de bienes culturales utilizando la metodologia Eurostat y ampliando los
servicios culturales que ya estaban incorporados al indice para no perder la
comercializacién de licencias o los servicios de informacion, usando el marco BPM6.

Entendemos que, de este modo, la practica totalidad de las actividades culturales
reconocidas por UNESCO quedarian incorporadas a la variable Cultura del indice. Y,
mas aun, la sistematizacion de la recogida de todos estos datos permitiria realizar
estudios mas especificos sobre la proyeccion cultural de unos paises en otros, de unas
regiones en otras, la dependencia sectorial en la proyeccién cultural de algunos paises
o las areas de influencia de los mayores productores culturales en el mundo, tanto por
razones de afinidad como por el efecto que un comercio mundial menos fluido pueda
tener en los proximos anos.
